AWARENESS MONTH

Colorectal cancer is the #2 most deadly cancer type. It is estimated that as many as 60% of colorectal cancer
deaths could be prevented if all men and women aged 50 years or older were screened routinely. In most
cases, colorectal cancer develops from precancerous polyps (abnormal growths) in the colon or rectum.
Screening tests can find precancerous polyps, so that they can be removed before they turn into cancer.

Screening tests also can find colorectal cancer early, when treatment works best.
