Recently, DeKalb County held a Litter 

Workshop where our police officers, 

code enforcement officers, staff and 

politicians were in attendance to re-

ceive training in regards to DeKalb 

Countyõs growing litter problem.  

The workshop training focused on 

litter prevention, and provided insight 

into the damage litter cleanup causes 

on the countyõs already stressed fiscal 

budget.  

The chart to the right was created by 

the state of Georgia to inform the 

public of whatõs considered littering 

and the respective penalties for each 

type of littering. 

Column 1 shows non hazardous mate-

rials, and the penalties based on 

weight. Column II shows that any 

littering of biomedical/hazardous ma-

terial or any commercial littering is an 

automatic felony punishable with up to 

5 years in prison. Commercial dump-

ing is considered any littering/dumping 

in the interest of personal economic 

gain. For example, if you dump tires in 

an alley, to avoid driving all the way to 

the landfill, and paying for each tire, 

that could be considered economic 

gain, and you could be convicted of a 

felony. 

Littering is a major problem. My goal  

is to encourage my community to do 

their part in the fight against litter. It is 

up to each of us to help to maintain a 

beautiful, aesthetically pleasing envi-
